objetivo final en el aprendizaje de la lengua.

El énfasis en la comunicacion de la lengua extranjera es a través de la interaccion en contextos reales en la situacion de

aprendizaje.

Damos a la ensefianza del idioma un enfoque Unico y diferente, siendo el alumno el eje del aprendizaje. Hacemos un
seguimiento personal del alumno, motivandolo a disfrutar mientras consigue sus objetivos.
Preparamos a los alumnos para los examenes oficiales de Cambridge en todos sus niveles.
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
